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Cold Weather Riding: 
1. Cold tires against cold pavement can cause a 

situation similar to riding on wet pavement, 

you can loose traction just like on a wet road. 

 Note: the center part of the tire will 

 heat up after a few minutes of riding but 

 the edges of the tire can still remain cold 

 and rigid - watch those tight turns.   

2. Stay Warm! To help, wear a wind-proof bar-

rier to reduce heat loss. A cold and tense rider 

is not a safe rider. Reaction time will slow 

down and situational awareness will also de-

crease. Itôs not just a comfort issue, itôs a 

safety issue. Also, a few extra ñcoffeeò breaks 

can help keep you alert and warm. 
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It might be too cold to ride but itôs never too cold to work on that bike and make sure itôs safe.
